I. INTRODUCTION
The digest is meant to be a short version of your intended paper that facilitates quick and easy review [1]; therefore, digests with less than three (3) pages will not be considered valid. The digest, starting with the ‘Abstract’ and ending with the ‘REFERENCES’ must be at most five (5) page long. The digest has a maximum file size of 8 MB. You are required to submit references as part of the digest. Do not infer affiliations or author names through self-citations in the references. The REFERENCES section must be included within the five-page limit. Paper size must be 8.5″ x 11″ (Letter). The allowable font size is 12 point Times New Roman or 11 point Calibri, single column, 1” (25.4 mm) margin, and the required line space in the template. Please bear in mind the Evolution Technical Program Committee (TPC) reviewers often review several digests; therefore, please do not submit a full length, single-spaced paper that is simply cropped down to five pages.

II. FIRST SECTION
Enter text, equations, figures and tables for your first full section here. The Evolution Technical Program Committee warmly suggests that you follow this format/template for the digest editing (see Annex I).
The table headings should appear above the tables – see Table I. Fig. 1 shows a sample figure [2]. Figure captions should be below the figures and centered with the figures. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text and not at the end of the digest. Use the abbreviation “Fig. 1”, even at the beginning of a sentence.

Before you send the digest in for review, the Evolution Conference Technical Program Committee will check validity of the submission. The following defects will be considered as the main reason to return the digest to the author(s).
· The digest is too long (more than 5 pages)
· The digest is too short (less than 4 pages)
· The digest is not anonymous: author details in the text AND/OR in the pdf file properties
· The digest style cannot be accepted (e.g., not single-column, characters are too small, line spacing is too narrow, the figures are of low quality, the references are not in IEEE style, etc.)
· Other (specified case-by-case)

Due to the 5 pages limit, the digest can include key references only.
The complete reference list is expected for the final paper.
